Issue 1: In a operation code named "Molten Metal,” D.R.I seized 85.53 Kg of gold worth about Rupees 42
Crore in an import consignment at the Cargo Complex of Delhis Indira Gandhi International Airport.
Modus Operandi: Gold smuggled in the form of machinery parts was being melted and moulded into
bar/ cylinder shapes. In this case, sophisticated metallurgical techniques were used to convert the
smuggled gold in the form of transformers laminations into bar/cylindrical form for further distribution.
Issue 2: On September 15, 2021 D.RIseized 3000Kg of heroin estimated to be worth over Rupees 21,000
Crore at Mundra port in Kutch.

Modus Operandi: Heroin had been exported in the guise of “Talcum powder” from a company in
Kandahar and shipped from Bandar Abbas PortinIran to Mundra Port.

On verification, it was revealed that a resident of Chennai took GST registration in August 2020 in the
name of XXXX Trading Company, with its declared location as Vijayawada They registered the trading
company and obtained an Importer-Exporter Code from the DGFT. The online Indian yellow Pages
mentioned that the business activity of XXXX Trading Company involves trading in fruits, vegetables,
cereals, food grains and rice.

Techniques to be used to divert attention: The entities involved are making use of technology and shell
firms to remain undetected. The companys address in certain cases was perhaps intended to divert the
attention of the authorities from the location used for the transport and distribution of the contraband. In
most cases, gangs involved make sure that the carrier is unaware of the contents of the package while
smuggling the contraband/banned materials. In some cases, gullible persons fall into the trap for
monetary benefits. Apart from these, courier and postal cargo have become the most frequent modes of
transportation of narcotics / contraband by smugglers.

How to improve vigil: There needs to be co-ordination and cooperation between several agencies to
effectively control the menace. Officers should ensure the receipt of Customs documents only from the
importers/ CHA by verifying the possession of identity cards. 100% scrutiny should be made of import
documents such as Invoice, Packing List, Country of origin Certificate, Bill of lading, Licences etc. 100%
examination must be made in the case of imports from countries specifically mentioned. Necessary
samples are to be drawn and sent to Lab for test purposes under Test Memo. CBIC should invest in
container scanners and strategically deploy them in major and minor ports. Further, Artificial Intelligence
enabled software and tech gadgets should be provided to officers who are deployed in these ports.

It's the way we advance towards the goal.

Eugen Herrigel, a German professor, travelled to Japan in the 1920s to burgeon his
knowledge of Japanese culture, ergo, he started training in Kyudo, the Japanese martial
art of archery. He was taught by the legendary archer Awa Kenzo. Kenzo was a firm
believerin teaching beginners the fundamentals before attempting to aim at a live target,
and he took this approach to its extreme. Herrigel questioned Kenzo of his approach to
which he simply replied “Come see me this evening.”

That evening Kenzo proved he could hit double bullseye without the sense of sight.
Blindfolded, the master archer was able to reproduce the exact sequence of internal
movements that led to an accurate shot. This relation is known as Zanshin. The word
Zanshin translates to a state of relaxed alertness, repeatedly emphasized in Japanese
martial arts. It means to espouse living your life deliberately and purposefully rather than
haphazardly succumbing to adversity.

We gravitate towards stationing de trop focus on whether or not the arrow reaches the
mark because we live in a world bedevilled with performance. Throwing that fervour,
focus and candor into the process—where we place our feet, how we grip the bow, how
we exhale during the release of the arrow—then hitting the bullseye is simply a side
effect.

The idea is to not be perturbed with hitting the target. It's to cascade into the monotony
of doing the work and embracing each checkpoint of the process, to take the moment of
complete awareness and travel forward. It's not the target nor the finish line that matters.
It's the way we advance towards the goal. Everything is aiming. Zanshin.

Games in the past commonly had one purpose, entertainment. While
active participation was encouraged and physical limits put to test, the mind had to
undergo the rigorous procedure too. Ranging from Mancala to Chess and Senet, each
had cultural and geographic diversity with a set of rules and sometimes came
punishment. They formed an integral part of culture and brought people together, and
also served the purpose of passing it on to future generations.

Being a common pastime to both the elite and the royalty, some games
became common features of court culture and were also given as gifts. The royalty
enjoyed games which were less harsh but regularly spectated. Opportunistic to ease
political tensions and make peace by forming allies with countries and nations, it was
always looked upon as a mediating and peaceful ground.

Games such as Senet and the Mesoamerican ball game were often imbued
with mythic and ritual religious significance. Games like Gyan Chauper and The
Mansion of Happiness were developed to inculcate spiritual and ethical meaning in
the lives of the young, while Shatranj and WeiQi (Go) were recognized by the military
and political elite as a way to develop strategic thinking and mental skill.

Human history and games are inextricably intertwined. Irrefutable
evidence resounds down through the ages that fun and games are not frivolous
pursuits per se- instead, they come naturally to us as pre requisite parts of being
human. Through the understanding of games, we can conceptualize how we began to
make intelligent choices. Simplicity is what's at the core of all games, and this is what
our entire purpose of being alive boils down to. They arguably teach us lessons, good
and bad, with hind and foresight of how an outcome will affect us.
